Y4 cup canola oil

Instructions

1. Heat canola oil in a large pot over medium-
high heat, along with 4 popcorn kernels.

2. Once all 4 kernels have popped, add rest of
kernels and sugar, and stir quickly. Put lid
on pot, then shake pot continuously over
heat (to prevent burning) until popping
slows and stops.
